1. ELECTION OF A CHAIRMAN FOR 2010/11:  Mr B Nelson was Proposed by Mrs V McChesney, Seconded by Mr M Millington and the vote was unanimous.  There being no other nominations Mr Nelson was duly elected.
2. ELECTION OF A VICE CHAIRMAN FOR 2010/11:  Mrs L Davies was Proposed by Mrs V McChesney, Seconded by Mrs J Guttridge and the vote was unanimous.  There being no other nominations Mrs Davies was duly elected.
3. APOLOGIES:  Mrs M Jones - Uppington, PCs D Harte & D Baron and SV Cllr C Wild.
4. PRESENT:  Mr R A Pittaway (Clerk); Mrs V Amos - Donnington; Mrs F E Davies - Rushton; Mr C A Eade, Mr P Davies & Mrs J Guttridge - Uppington; Mr B Nelson, Mrs V McChesney, Mr D Millington, Mrs C Millington, Mr M Millington and Mrs S Rowlands - Wroxeter.
5. MINUTES OF THE 2009 PARISH MEETING ON 11th May 2009: which had been circulated by the Clerk, were unanimously accepted by all those who were then present and signed by the Chairman.
6. MATTERS ARISING FROM THOSE MINUTES:  None
7. DARLOW SMITHSON PRODUCTIONS: The Chairman outlined the reasons behind the delay to the start of filming the construction of the replica Roman buildings at Uriconium.  However, the crew were keen to hold a local public meeting to explain the detail of the build. The Chairman will inform all once the date had been finalised and will deliver a flyer to local residents.
8. PARISH CRIME FIGURES: The Clerk had circulated the annual report and crime statistics from PC D Harte.  They showed a slight annual drop in crimes to 21 from 23 the previous year and included 7 thefts, 4 burglaries, 2 assaults and 8 cases of vehicle damage.
9. CHAIRMAN’S REPORT: The Chairman commended the Clerk for preparing and circulating the notes and statistics on parish activities during the year and referred to this as his report. 
10. 2009/2010 ACCOUNTS SUMMARY:  The Clerk had circulated the detail of the Parish Council’s accounts. They showed a closing balance of £1,077.88 to be added to the Precept of £2,150.00 from Shropshire Council.  Funds available for 2010/11 therefore totalled £3,227.88.  There being no comments from those present acceptance was unanimous.
11. DONNINGTON EXHIBITION FOUNDATION ACCOUNT: The Chairman explained that progress had been made with the Alliance & Leicester Bank and the Parish Council would now assume ‘care’ of the Account currently standing at £3,714.42. It was agreed that both Mr C A Eade and Mrs Jane Foulkes would be the 2 signatories required and a Committee to assess applications for funding would ensue, with final endorsement by the Parish Council.  The Chairman will confirm this to the Bank.  Mrs L Davies will then place an article in the parish magazine to inform residents of the funding opportunity. 
12. PARISH MATTERS: There being no further parish matters to discuss the Chairman thanked everyone for attending and closed the meeting at 8.09 pm.
